Sub:	Request	to	permit	pensioners	to	do	diagnostic	tests	for	chronic	ailments	from	private	

Diagnostic	centres	without	reference	from	CGHS	Wellness	Centre	
	
The	lock	down	through	out	the	country	is	continuing	and	perhaps	it	might	continue	for	a	
long	time.	In	this	environment,	Pensioners	who	are	ailing	from	chronic	diseases	are	unable	
to	move	out	to	take	periodical	diagnostic	tests	which	are	essential	to	have	a	proper	control	
over	 the	 chronic	 diseases.	 Pensioners	 have	 to	 move	 out	 at	 least	 twice,	 	 for	 getting	
reference	 from	 the	Wellness	Centre	 and	again	 to	 go	 to	panelled	diagnostic	 centre	 for	
tests.	The	panelled	diagnostic	centres	are	very	few	especially	in	Mumbai	and	Pune	and	
the	commutation	by	public	mode	of	transport	is	not	advisable.	Under	these	circumstances	
the	pensioners	are	unable	to	do	their	routine	diagnostic	tests.		
	
Private	diagnostic	centres	collect	samples	at	door	steps	and	pensioners	need	not	move	
out.	Therefore	it	is	requested	to	permit	the	pensioners	to	avail	the	diagnostic	tests	from	
any	private	diagnostic	centres	without	any	reference	from	the	wellness	centre	and	the	
claim	may	be	restricted	to	the	CGHS	rates	for	reimbursement.
